	Early Stage 1 (Kindergarten) Kangaroo, Possum, Platypus and more!

	Scope and sequence summary

	Students annotate images of Australian native animals using vocabulary from supplied word banks. They will write short sentences about the animal and then use their animal as the main character in a short story. They will illustrate their character and then introduce him/her to the class.

	Images of Australian native animals from the Library’s online collection
Select Specimens from Nature of the Birds Animals of New South Wales Collected and Arranged by Thomas Skottowe Esqr. The Drawings by T.R. Browne. N.S.W. Newcastle New South Wales 1813 

	Text type: 
	Imaginative 
· Students develop vocabulary to describe Australian native animals.
· Students select an image of an Australian native animal from the State Library of NSW and write a short imaginative piece in which the animal is the main character
· Students plan and present a short speech introducing the character to the class

	Learning Intention
Students are learning to:

Preparation for Activity 1
Print out sets of labels. Cut and place each set in a plastic bag, envelope or container. You may add additional labels for the students to use.
You will also need to have a selection of Australian native animal images printed out for the students to label.  This may be competed as an individual or group activity. You may use images from the following collection:

	[bookmark: _GoBack]Student Activity 1: Labelling 

	Task 1: Class discussion
Look at the images of Australian native animals from the resource list (above).
· identify the body parts of each animal
· describe each body part using an adjective. For example: claws.  What type of claws? Sharp claws.

Task 2: Labelling
Label an image of an Australian native animal using vocabulary from the word bank (Appendix 1). Match each of the words from your plastic bag, envelope or container to the corresponding body part on the printout of your Australian native animal.
Paste each word near the corresponding body part.

Task 3: Writing
Choose two body parts from your Australian native animal and for each chosen body part, write 1 sentence. For example: The Possum has a bushy tail. 




	Student Activity 2: Imaginative Writing

	A note for teachers: For this activity students will use their knowledge from Activity 1 and then apply it in a creative way. They can do this activity with a partner, or if you have the required technology, they could record their storytelling using a device. 

Task 1: Story swap
Find a partner and tell them a story about your animal from activity 1. Imagine that your animal is a character in a story who can talk. What name would this animal have? Imagine what kind of problems they might come across in their everyday lives. After you have told the story, listen to your partner’s story. 

Task 2: Illustrating your story
Draw an illustration to go with your story – show your animal doing something that he/she did in the story.

	Student Activity 3: Introducing your character 

	A note for teachers: This is a speaking task in which students introduce their character from Activity 2 to the class. You might like to model some sentence starters:
This is my character …(name)
He/She is a …
He/She likes/dislikes …

Task 1: Introducing your character
In activity 2 you told a story to your partner. The main character of that story was an Australian animal. Imagine that character is visiting your classroom today. Stand up at the front of the room and introduce your character to the rest of the class.
Include:
· Name
· Appearance/ movements
· Likes and Dislikes
