	Activity 1: Engagement
Students view the image of Glebe and of Gulargambone in Sources 1 and 2. To generate interest and inquiry discuss questions such as:
What people, buildings, equipment and objects are shown?
What is the physical setting in each photograph?
What is happening in each photograph?
Where do you think each photograph was taken?
Provide the caption for each photograph.

	Activity 2: Questioning and locating
Where is Glebe and Gulargambone?
Use Source 3 to view the location of Sydney and Coonamble Shire on a map of NSW. Explain that Gulargambone is a rural village in the Coonamble Shire and that Coonamble is a rural town. Explain that Glebe is an inner city suburb of Sydney.
Students use Google Earth to locate Glebe and Gulargambone. They view satellite images of the landform and land uses and explore the streets and surroundings using Street View. 
On a map of NSW, students plot Coonamble Shire, Gulargambone, Coonamble, Castlereagh River, Parramatta River, Sydney. 
On a map of Sydney, students plot the CBD, Glebe, Observatory Hill, Blackwattle Bay, Sydney Harbour, Parramatta River.
As a class, formulate inquiry questions:
· What is the climate of Glebe and Gulargambone?
· Who are the people, what do they do and where do they live in Glebe and Gulargambone?
· How is inner city Sydney similar and different to north-western NSW?
· How and why is daily life similar and different in inner city Sydney and rural north-western NSW?

	Activity 3: Acquiring geographical information – Life and landscapes in inner city Sydney and north-western NSW
Who are the people, what do they do and where do they live in Glebe and Gulargambone?
Students view and analyse the photographs of daily life in the inner city suburb of Glebe (Sources 4 to 6) and the rural area of Coonamble (Sources 6 to 8). Students record their observations on a comparison table.
Students research the services, facilities, activities and things to see and do in and around Glebe and Gulargambone.
Interview people who live in or have lived in inner city Sydney and a rural area of central or north-western NSW. The interview could be conducted with school students in the same grade using connected technologies such as Skype or Adobe Connect.

	Activity 4: Acquiring geographical information – Research climate, demographics, settlement patterns
What is the climate of Glebe and Gulargambone?
Using Bureau of Meteorology statistics students view climate data for Sydney (Observatory Hill) http://www.bom.gov.au/climate/averages/tables/cw_066062.shtml and Coonamble Shire http://www.bom.gov.au/climate/averages/tables/cw_051010.shtml. Use the inbuilt graphing and comparison tools to compare average temperatures and rainfall. Guide the students in interpreting the data in the graphs. On the comparison table record the hottest and coldest months, highest and lowest average annual temperatures and average rainfall.
Who are the people, what do they do and where do they live in Glebe and Gulargambone?
Students research the demographics of Glebe and Gulargambone, recording the data onto the comparison table. 
Revisit the Google Earth satellite images of Glebe and the Gulargambone district to identify the settlement patterns of each place.

	Activity 5: Processing information – Venn diagram
How is inner city Sydney similar and different to rural north-western NSW?
Students analyse the data recorded on their comparison table and create a Venn Diagram to show the similarities and differences between inner city Glebe and rural Gulargambone.

	Activity 6: Communicating – Similarities and differences
How and why is daily life similar and different in inner city Sydney and north-western NSW?
Students imagine they live in Gulargambone and visit Glebe for a day (or vice versa). Drawing on the sources, Venn Diagram and data analysis, students write an imaginary recount of their visit including comparisons to their ‘home’ and reasons for the differences they encounter.



	Background notes for teachers

	This study provides a comparison of two diverse areas of NSW. The inquiry process and data collection methods can be applied to other areas of Australia and Australia’s neighbours. The focus is on climate, settlement patterns, demographics and lives of the people who live in each place.
A settlement pattern means the shape of a settlement. Gulargambone has some linear settlement patterns in the village where the buildings are built in single lines along roads. In the surrounding rural area it has a dispersed settlement pattern as the buildings are spread out. Glebe and inner city areas have a nucleated settlement pattern as many buildings are clustered together.
Demographics are social statistics, the aspects of a population that can be quantified, eg ages, countries of birth, occupations.
An understanding of daily life can be obtained from the demographics, by researching the services of an area, viewing photographs and interviewing residents and/or visitors.
Definitions from NSW Syllabus for the Australian Curriculum Geography K-6:
Environment – The living and non-living elements of the Earth's surface and atmosphere. Where unqualified, it includes human changes to the Earth's surface eg croplands, planted forests, buildings and roads.
Landscape – A landscape is an area, created by a combination of geological, geomorphological, biological and cultural layers that have evolved over time eg riverine, coastal or urban landscapes.
Settlement pattern – The spatial distribution of different types of human settlement, eg isolated houses, towns, cities.
